Heidi’s Hope for Homeless Animals is a 501 ( ¢ ) 3 organization committed to saving the lives of homeless
dogs and cats and working towards a time when all dogs and cats have good homes. Our programs are aimed at
the most vulnerable and those at risk of euthanasia. Below are some of our lifesaving programs:

Our annual fundraiser, “The Bow Wow Luau & The Cat’s Meow®”, is a Night of Hope that has raised and
donated over $70,000.00 to many local animal rescue groups to save high-risk dogs and cats who are running
out of time.

Heidi’s Hope for Homeless Animals’ Pet Food Bank has collected and donated:
o Over 134,155 LBS. of pet food and supplies
o Over $118,312.61 in value

In addition, in February 2022, we received 24 pallets of pet food/supplies from Chewy, which is over 34,302

Puerto Rico

Hurricane Maria wasa deadly Category 5 hurricane that devastated Puerto Rico. Much of Puerto Rico was
without power and there was extreme devastation. Animals were left behind and needed to be
transportedstateside in order to get the lifesaving care needed. Heidi’s Hope focused on getting crates for
transporting animals back to the mainland. We were able to donate 85 crates!

Ukraine

Tragically, there are thousands of stray dogs and cats are living on the streets in war-torn Ukraine. Due to the
war, food and supplies are extremely limited.
